MThB is the leading private transport company in the railway
sector in Thurgau, Switzerland, based in Weinfelden. MThB has a
modern fleet of GTW railway vehicles of Messrs Stadler in
Bussnang. In April `99, the Board of Management of MThB
decided to equip their fleet of a total of 56 vehicles with the
automatic passenger counting and operation analysis system of
Dilax (International) AG. MThB is thus the first ever company to not
only equip a few random vehicles, but its whole fleet with the
counting system. MThB commissioned the companies BLS
(Lötschberg Bahn) in Spiez and Stadler Fahrzeuge AG in
Bussnang with the installation of the system (hardware).
The technical demands placed on the Dilax system were extremely
high in as much as having to equip a total of seven different vehicle
types, which partly differed substantially in their designs and door
constructions.

Example: Sensor installation in low-floor vehicles

The vehicles were accepted and commissioned by support
engineers of Messrs Dilax (International) AG at MThB locally.
The final systems were installed and commissioned in the middle
of the year 2000, whereby the first data, with the system fully
operational, was already available in the summer of 1999.
An important, now realised objective of MThB, was to combine the
operation of the counting system with as little additional
expenditure as possible.

InnoTrans 2000 in Berlin was highly
successful also this year. Many new
customer contacts were recorded
and interesting and technical
discussions were held on the
subject of passenger counting and
operation analysis.
The discussions and contributions
provided important ideas for our
technical product development and
will characterise the additional
functions and further developments
of our system.

Train drivers should not be distracted in any way by the system, so
that automatic radio communication was the only option available
for data transmission. Within the entire rail network, three data
buffer storage stations are installed (Kreuzlingen, Weinfelden und
D-Stockach). When a train is located in the vicinity of such a
station, it automatically establishes a radio link to the station and
transmits its acquired data.

For data management and evaluation, MThB has at its disposal the
32-bit Windows software package ”Davis97“ with a modern
database application for data management, graphic and tabular
evaluation tools, as well as a further tool (GPS View).
Graphic and tabular evaluations enable the representation of all
relevant operational indices. These are mainly transport
performance in the form of passenger kilometres and passengers
as well as vehicle ridership differentiated by lines, sections or
routes. Information on boarding and alighting passengers at stops
also provides stop configuration data.

All in all, MThB has at its disposal an instrument with which it can
efficiently and clearly analyse and document its operational
performance and optimise its services.
